To

1.	 We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of Tops Security Limited (‘the Company’) as at March 31, 2009 and also the Profit 
and Loss account and the cash flow statement for the year ended on that date annexed thereto. These financial statements 
are the responsibility of the Company’s management. Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements 
based on our audit.

2.	 We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in India.  Those standards require 
that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free of material 
misstatement.  An audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidence supporting the amounts and disclosures in the financial 
statements.  An audit also includes assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates made by management, 
as well as evaluating the overall financial statement presentation. We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our 
opinion.

3.	 As required by the Companies (Auditor’s Report) Order, 2003 (as amended) issued by the Central Government of India in 
terms of sub-section (4A) of Section 227 of the Companies Act, 1956, we enclose in the Annexure a statement on the matters 
specified in paragraphs 4 and 5 of the said order.

4.	  As described in Note 2.3 of Schedule 16, the Company has changed the method of accounting in respect of Leave encashment 
payable to its employees from cash basis to accrual basis and made a provision on an estimated basis. However this provision 
is not as per Accounting Standard 15(Revised) on Employee benefits. We are unable to comment on the impact of this on the 
financial statements. This was a subject matter of our audit qualification on the financial statements of the previous year.

5.	  As described in Note 4  of  Schedule 16, Sundry debtors as at March 31, 2009 are net of unreconciled bank receipts  of Rs 
945.78 lacs and on account receipts from customers of Rs. 2,335.76 lacs and balances of Sundry Debtors are also subject to 
confirmation by customers and reconciliations. We are unable to comment on the impact of adjustments, if any, which may arise 
out of the confirmation and reconciliation process. The classification of debtors into more than six months and other debts as 
given in Schedule 6 of the financial statements is inaccurate to the extent, these amounts are unreconciled.  This was a subject 
matter of our audit qualification on the financial statements of the previous year.

6.	 Without qualifying our opinion, we draw attention to Note 13 of Schedule 16, relating to delays in payment of Service tax and 
applicability of and compliance with certain provisions of the Minimum Wages Act. The Company has provided for interest 
payable in respect of the delays in Service tax payments. The ultimate outcome of these matters cannot presently be determined, 
and no provision for any liability that may result has been made in the financial statements. 

7.	 Further to our comments in the Annexure referred to above, we report that:

i.	 We have obtained all the information and explanations, which to the best of our knowledge and belief were necessary for 
the purposes of our audit except for the matters referred to in paragraph 4 and  5 above;

ii.	 In our opinion, proper books of account as required by law have been kept by the Company so far as appears from our 
examination of those books and proper returns adequate for the purposes of our audit have been received from branches 
not visited by us except for matters referred to in paragraph 5 above;

iii.	 The balance sheet, profit and loss account and cash flow statement dealt with by this report are in agreement with the 
books of account and with the audited returns from the branches;

iv.	 In our opinion, the balance sheet, profit and loss account and cash flow statement dealt with by this report comply with 
the accounting standards referred to in sub-section (3C) of section 211 of the Companies Act, 1956 except for the matter 
referred to in paragraph 4 above.
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v.	 On the basis of the written representations received from the directors, as on March 31, 2009, and taken on record by the 
Board of Directors, we report that none of the directors is disqualified as on March 31, 2009 from being appointed as a 
director in terms of clause (g) of sub-section (1) of section 274 of the Companies Act, 1956.

vi.	 In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations given to us, the said accounts subject to 
our comments in paragraphs 4 and 5 above, the impact of which on the financial statements is not ascertained, give the information 
required by the Companies Act, 1956, in the manner so required and give a true and fair view in conformity with the 
accounting principles generally accepted in India;

a)	 in the case of the balance sheet, of the state of affairs of the Company as at March  31, 2009; 

b)	 in the case of the profit and loss account, of the profit for the year ended on that date; and

c)	 in the case of cash flow statement, of the cash flows for the year ended on that date.

	 (b)	 All fixed assets have not been physically verified by the management during the year but there is a regular programme 
of verification which, in our opinion, is reasonable having regard to the size of the Company and the nature of its assets. 
As informed, no material discrepancies were noticed on such verification.

(ii)	 (a)	 The Company being a security service provider does not hold any inventory and hence the provisions of Clause 4(ii) 
of the Companies (Auditor’s Report) Order, 2003 (as amended) are not applicable to the Company.

(iii)	 (a)	 The Company has granted loans to a company and a firm covered in the register maintained under section 301 of the 
Companies Act, 1956. The maximum amount involved during the year was Rs 129.60 lacs and the year- end balance 
of loans granted to such parties was Rs 129.60 lacs. 

	 (b)	 In our opinion and according to the information and explanations given to us, the loans are interest free loans and to that extent, 
it is prejudicial to the interest of the Company. The other terms and conditions are prima facie not prejudicial to the interest 
of the Company. 

	 (c)	 The loans granted are re-payable on demand. As informed, the Company has not demanded repayment of such loan 
during the year, thus, there has been no default on the part of the parties to whom the money has been lent.  

	 (d)	 There is no overdue amount of loans granted to companies, firms or other parties listed in the register maintained 
under section 301 of the Companies Act, 1956.

	 (e)	 As informed, the Company has not taken any loans, secured or unsecured from companies, firms or other parties 
covered in the register maintained under section 301 of the Companies Act, 1956. Accordingly, sub clauses (f) and 
(g) to Clause 4(iii) of the Companies (Auditor’s Report) Order, 2003 (as amended) are not applicable. 

(iv)	 In our opinion and according to the information and explanations given to us, there is an adequate internal control system 
commensurate with the size of the Company and the nature of its business, for the purchase of fixed assets. However, in respect 
of sale of services, the internal control system in respect of retention and approval of hard copies of sales invoices, approval of muster 
sheets and billings to and collection from customers  needs to be strengthened to make it adequate and commensurate with the size 
of the Company and the nature of its business. In our opinion this is a continuing failure to correct major weaknesses in the internal 
control system.

(v)	 (a)	 According to the information and explanations provided by the management, we are of the opinion that the particulars 
of contracts or arrangements referred to in section 301 of the Act  that need to be entered into the register maintained 
under section 301 have been so entered.

	 (b)	 In respect of transactions made in pursuance of such contracts or arrangements exceeding value of Rupees five lakhs 
entered into during the financial year, because of the unique and specialized nature of the items involved and absence 
of any comparable prices, we are unable to comment whether the transactions were made at prevailing market prices 
at the relevant time.

(vi)	 The Company has not accepted any deposits from the public.

(vii)	 The Company has an internal audit system, the scope and coverage of which, in our opinion requires to be enlarged to be commensurate 
with the size and nature of its business.

(viii)	 To the best of our knowledge and as explained, the Central Government has not prescribed maintenance of cost records under 
clause (d) of sub-section (1) of section 209 of the Companies Act, 1956 for the products of the Company.
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(ix)	 (a)	 Undisputed statutory dues in respect of service tax, have not been regularly deposited with the appropriate authorities and 
there have been delays of several days in large number of cases. Undisputed dues in respect of income tax, provident fund and 
employees state insurance and profession tax have generally been regularly deposited with the appropriate authorities, however 
there have been delays of several days in large number of cases. The Company is regular in depositing with appropriate 
authorities undisputed statutory dues including wealth tax, custom duty, cess and other material dues applicable to it.

Notes to Account

1.	 Background 
Tops Security Limited (“the Company”) is a provider of contract manned guarding services to major corporations, government 
agencies and a wide range of industries and commercial customers. The Company’s service includes manned guarding, executive 
protection, event security management, air rescues and canine squads.

2.	 Significant Accounting Policies 

2.1.	 Basis of preparation

	 The financial statements have been prepared to comply in all material respects with the Notified Accounting Standards 
by Companies (Accounting Standards) Rules, 2006 and the relevant provisions of the Companies Act, 1956. The 
financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention on an accrual basis except in case of 
assets for which provision for impairment is made and revaluation is carried out. The accounting policies have been 
consistently applied by the Company and except for the changes in accounting policy discussed more fully below, are 
consistent with those used in the previous year.

2.2.	U se of estimates 

	 The preparation of financial statements in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles requires management 
to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of contingent 
liabilities at the date of the financial statements and the results of operations during the reporting period.  Although 
these estimates are based upon management’s best knowledge of current events and actions, actual results could 
differ from these estimates.

2.3.	C hanges in Accounting Policies

	 Till March 31, 2008 the Company was accounting for Leave encashment in the year of payment. In the current year, 
the Company has changed the method of accounting for leave encashment to accrual basis and made a provision of 
Rs. 60.10 lacs as at the year end. However this is not as per AS 15 (Revised) on ‘Employee Benefits’.  As a result of the 
change, the profit for the year before tax is lower by Rs. 60.10 lacs.

2.4.	 Fixed Assets

(a)	 Fixed assets are stated at cost, less accumulated depreciation. Cost comprises of purchase price and any 
attributable cost of bringing the asset to its working condition for its intended use. Capital work-in-progress is 
stated at cost.

(b)	 The carrying value of fixed assets is reviewed for impairment, when events or changes in circumstance indicate that 
the carrying values may not be recoverable. In addition, at each balance sheet, the management assesses whether 
there is any indication that any assets may be impaired. If any such indication exists, the assets’ recoverable amount 
is estimated. An impairment loss is recognised whenever the carrying amount of assets exceeds its recoverable 
amount. The recoverable amount is the greater of the net selling price and value in use. For determining the value 
in use, the estimated future cash flows are discounted to their present value based on an appropriate discount 
factor.

2.5.	 Depreciation

i.	 Depreciation is provided based on Written Down Value (WDV) method at the rates prescribed in Schedule 
XIV of the Companies Act, 1956 for the all assets purchased upto March 31, 2003. Depreciation on fixed assets 
purchased on or after April 1, 2003 is provided based on the Straight Line Method (SLM) at the rates prescribed 
in Schedule XIV of the Companies Act, 1956.

ii.	 Individual assets costing Rs. 5,000 or less have been depreciated fully in the year of purchase.

2.6.	I nvestments

	 Investments that are readily realisable and intended to be held for not more than a year are classified as current 
investments. All other investments are classified as long-term investments. Current investments are carried at lower of 
cost and fair value determined on an individual investment basis. Long-term investments are carried at cost. However, 
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provision for diminution in value is made to recognise a decline other than temporary in the value of the long term 
investments.

2.7.	 Revenue recognition

(a)	 Revenue is recognized to the extent that it is probable that the economic benefits will flow to the Company and 
the revenue can be reliably measured. 

(b)	 Income reflected under Security and other related services include Service Tax.

(c)	 Interest is recognised on a time proportion basis taking into account the amount outstanding and the rate 
applicable.

2.8.	 Retirement benefits

(a)	 Contribution to Provident fund, a defined contribution scheme, is made at the prescribed rate to the Provident Fund 
Commissioner and is charged to the Profit and Loss Account in the year in which the contributions are due.

(b)	 Gratuity liabilities, a defined benefit obligation, is provided for on the basis of an actuarial valuation on projected 
unit credit method at the end of each financial year. Actuarial gains\losses are immediately taken to Profit and 
Loss Account and are not deferred.

(c)	 Leave encashment is provided for on accrual basis.  

2.9.	 Foreign Currency Transactions :

(a)	I nitial  Recognition 

	 Foreign currency transactions are recorded in the reporting currency, by applying to the foreign currency amount 
the exchange rate between the reporting currency and the foreign currency at the date of the transaction.

(b)	C onversion

	 Foreign currency monetary items are reported using the closing rate. Non-monetary items which are carried in 
terms of historical cost denominated in a foreign currency are reported using the exchange rate at the date of the 
transaction; and non-monetary items which are carried at fair value or other similar valuation denominated in a 
foreign currency are reported using the exchange rates that existed when the values were determined. 

(c)	E xchange Differences

	 Exchange differences arising on the settlement of monetary items or on reporting monetary items of company at 
rates different from those at which they were initially recorded during the year, or reported in previous financial 
statements, are recognised as income or as expenses in the year in which they arise except those arising from 
investments in non-integral operations. 

(d)	 Forward contracts

	 The premium in respect of forward exchange contract is amortised over the life of contract. The net gain or losses 
on account of any exchange difference, cancellation or renewal of such forward exchange contracts are recognised 
in the profit and loss account in the reporting period. 

	 2.10.		L eases

	 Leases where the lessor effectively retains substantially all the risks and benefits of ownership of the leased term, 
are classified as operating leases. Operating lease payments are recognized as an expense in the Profit and Loss 
account.

2.11.	I ncome taxes

	 Tax expense comprises of current, deferred and fringe benefit tax.  Current income tax and fringe benefit tax is measured 
at the amount expected to be paid to the tax authorities in accordance with the Income-tax Act, 1961 enacted in India. 
Deferred income taxes reflects the impact of current year timing differences between taxable income and accounting 
income for the year and reversal of timing differences of earlier years.

	 Deferred tax is measured based on the tax rates and the tax laws enacted or substantively enacted at the balance sheet 
date. 
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	 Deferred tax assets are recognised only to the extent that there is reasonable certainty that sufficient future taxable 
income will be available against which such deferred tax assets can be realised. In situations where the company 
has unabsorbed depreciation or carry forward tax losses, all deferred tax assets are recognised only if there is virtual 
certainty supported by convincing evidence that they can be realised against future taxable profits.

	 At each balance sheet date the Company re-assesses unrecognised deferred tax assets. It recognises  unrecognised 
deferred tax assets to the extent that it has become reasonably certain or virtually certain, as the case may be that 
sufficient future taxable income will be available against which such deferred tax assets can be realised.

2.12.	S egment Reporting Policies

	 As the Company’s business activity falls within a single primary business segment mainly “ Guarding and others” and 
is a single geographical segment, the disclosure requirements of Accounting Standard (AS-17) “Segment Reporting” 
issued by The Institute of Chartered Accountants of India are not applicable. 

2.13.	E arnings per share

	 Basic earnings per share are calculated by dividing the net profit or loss for the period attributable to equity shareholders 
by the weighted average number of equity shares outstanding during the period.    The weighted average numbers of 
equity shares outstanding during the period are adjusted for events of bonus issue; bonus element in a rights issue to 
existing shareholders; share split; and reverse share split (consolidation of shares, if any).

	 For the purpose of calculating diluted earnings per share, the net profit or loss for the period attributable to equity 
shareholders and the weighted average number of shares outstanding during the period are adjusted for the effects of 
all dilutive potential equity shares. Basic and diluted earning per share is calculated by dividing by net profit after tax 
for the year by the weighted number of equity share outstanding during the period.

2.14.	P rovisions

	 A provision is recognised when a company has a present obligation as a result of past event; it is probable that an 
outflow of resources will be required to settle the obligation, in respect of which a reliable estimate can be made. 
Provisions are not discounted to its present value and are determined based on best estimate required to settle the 
obligation at the balance sheet date. These are reviewed at each balance sheet date and adjusted to reflect the current 
best estimates. 

2.15.	E mployee Stock Option Plan

	 Measurement and disclosure of the employee share-based payment plans is done in accordance with SEBI (Employee 
Stock Option Scheme and Employee Stock Purchase Scheme) Guidelines, 1999 and the Guidance Note on Accounting 
for Employee Share-based Payments, issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India. 

3.	 Amounts due to Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises

	 There are no amounts due to the suppliers covered under Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises Development Act, 2006. 
This information takes into account only those Suppliers who have responded to the enquiries made by the Company for this 
purpose.

4.	 There are certain receipts which are being reconciled by management. This consists of unreconciled bank receipts aggregating 
to Rs.945.78 lacs (Previous year Rs.998.80 lacs) and on account receipts from customers of Rs.2335.76 Lacs (Previous Year 
Rs.1206.26 lacs) and unreconciled payments aggregating to Rs. Nil (Previous Year Rs.217.47 lacs). Pending such reconciliation, 
these amounts have been netted off from Debtors and Current liabilities respectively. These financial statements do not include 
the impact of adjustments, if any, which may arise on completion of the reconciliation process. 

5.	 Sundry debtors, Loans and Advances including deposits and current liabilities are subject to confirmation and reconciliation of 
balances, if any. In the opinion of the management, the Current Assets, Loans and Advances are approximately of the value 
stated and realizable in the ordinary course of business. The Provision of all known liabilities is adequate and not in excess of the 
amount reasonably necessary.

7.	 Exceptional Items

In accordance with the principles of prudence, the Company has written off amounts receivable from debtors amounting to Rs. 
Nil {(Previous Year Rs. 2,835.35 lacs) which is net of service tax of Rs. 331.97 lacs)} being incremental amounts billed in earlier 
years in respect of revision of minimum wages and allowances.

The Company also made a detailed assessment of all old outstanding debtors and based on such assessment made a provision 
for doubtful debtors amounting to Rs. Nil (Previous year Rs 991 lacs {Net Rs. 881.99 lacs after adjustment of Service Tax of Rs. 
109.01 lacs}). These amounts were disclosed under the head ‘exceptional items’ in the profit and loss account in the previous 
year.

10.2.  Rs. 115.70 lacs (Previous Year Rs. 115.70 lacs) paid to directors.

11.	 Consideration of Laws and Regulations

Service Tax  

Current liabilities include, service tax payable and outstanding for more than six months amounting to Rs 2959.37 lacs (Previous 
Year Rs 1066.68 lacs), which is due and payable as at March 31,2009. The Company has provided for interest in the current year of 
Rs 407.40 lacs (Previous Year Rs 326.79) on the overdue service tax amount. The estimated interest on overdue service tax liability 
from April 2009 to September 2009 amounts to Rs 250.60 lacs (Previous Year Rs. 232.34 lacs from April 1, 2008 to December 31, 
2008) and the same has not been provided for in the year ended March 31, 2009. No provision has been made for penalty, if any, 
which may be levied on the Company on account of such non payment of dues.

Minimum Wages Act

In accordance with a Supreme Court judgement passed in April 2006, the Company is of the view that Minimum Wages Act is not 
applicable to the Company.
